documents to WyoFolio and/or sharing documents by unit/college administrators.

e | will exercise caution to protect against inadvertent and unauthorized disclosure of confidential
personnel materials in my possession, including online documents.

e | understand that confidentiality is one of the ethical underpinnings of the tenure and promotion
process, and that any disclosure may be considered a violation of the University of Wyoming
Regulations, policies, and/or professional ethics.
