These Graduate Assistant jobs are not guaranteed, and only so many positions are available to the
College of Education students every year; due to availability of funding.

Please DO plan for other economic resources (including governmental aid) to assist you in
pursuing your graduate degree.

Whenever we hear of a GA ship job, we will email the new incoming students, first.

At this time, UW does not have a list serve or job posting page for GA Jobs, but we hope to in the
future. In order to locate a GA ship on the UW campus, you will need to put in some leg work! [1

funding secured until right before the semester begins.
