AND UNIVERSITY OF WYOMING 

OVERVIEW: 

This fOIDlal program articulation agn,ement is made and entered into by Laramie Comty Community 
College, hereinafter refemxl to as LCCC, and University of Wyoming, hereinafter referred to as UW. 
By this agreement I.CCC and UW express a shared commitment to increuing opportunities for 
student access to and 8UCCell in higher cducation. 

PURPOSE: 

Thia agreement provides students who have complc,ted the Anodate of A.111 degree with articuJatcd 
QOUr8CWork irt PAglish the opportunity to complete a Baehelor of Artl la EnaUm desree at 
UW. Any LCCC student who has earned an Associate of Arts degree with coursewmk that adheres 
to the guidelines within this agreement ii guaranteed that UW will: 1) apply the relevant general 
education credits; 2) accept desipat-xl major ie1atcd credits; and 3) givo the student UW clus 
standing conmstmt with tho articalatal curriculum herein and in a manner consistent with the 
treatment of native UW student& in the Bachelor of Art8 degree. 

CONDmONS OF TRANSFER: 

Secdon I: Admllllom ud Matrlcalatlon 
LCCC studenta maintaining continuous enrollment under this qreeme:nt and following the 
cunic:ulum plan in place under the LCCC catalog of n,cord will matriculate to the UW academic 
program in place for that Cldalog year. A break in enrollment that is not a summer semester may 
cause the student to bo readmitted UDdar a diffcrmt catalog ymr. In that cue, thiB articalation 
agreement may not remain valid. 

Critaia for acceptance into UW College of Arts & Sciences will be consistalt with the criteria 
outlined in the institutional articulation ..-naat between LCCCs IDd UW. 

LCCC, upon request of students, will provide verification of completed oounea to UW through ita 
Office of Registration and R.ecords. 

Tnnafer students ti:om LCCC will have access to financial aid, scholarships. and student services on 
a similar basis u native studmtl. 

UW will apply 1he same acadanic progress and graduation standards to LCCC transfer students as 
me applicable to native UW student& in the same cataJog year.

Should either party desire to 
discontinue this agreement, advance notification of one year will be required and students enrolled 
under the Agreement who remain continuously enrolled will be allowed to complete the program as 
articulated.
